Important Update from the Jan. 05 , 2026 Town Council Meeting
At December's Council Meeting we passed an ordinance at the urging of the Franklin County Clerk’s Office to change our election cycle to an even year when the general elections are held. This was done to avoid paying for an election if it were held as it has been in the past in an odd year. We then announced that the next election would be moved to November 2026. We have been notified that, by law, we can not move the election at this time. As a result, the next election for Town Council and Clerk/Treasurer will still be held in November 2027. If there is a contested election for the Town Council and Clerk/Treasurer seats, Oldenburg will be responsible for a portion of the costs to run this election.

We also announced that we were considering a resolution to add to the ballot in May of 2026 a question to increase the amount of Council members from 3 to 5. At the January 5th Council meeting this resolution was passed and it will be sent to the Franklin County Clerk’s Office requesting to have the question added to the ballot for May 2026. 

If the majority of voters vote yes to increase the size of the Council:

An ordinance will be passed in June 2026 to increase the size of the Council to 5 members. The selection process will be the same as we have experienced recently., The current Council will choose the two Council members and their term will begin in January 2027.  

For the election in November of 2027 all Town Council seats and the Clerk/Treasurer position will be open for election. The term for Town Council and Clerk/Treasurer will be three years so that we can get on the even year general election cycle in November of 2030. Thereafter the term of office for the Town Council and Clerk/Treasurer will be 4 years.
